	6.  Reports from Councillors/Advisers
· Cllr Manion advised that Working Group from KCC set up following the recent news of Pfizer closure.  There are several parties currently interested in taking over the Pfizer site.  The KCC Budget is still being considered.  County Council is working on future plans for “Dementia” care.


· Bowls Club – email from Julie Burville at Bowls Club read by Chairman suggesting that the Club takes over the premises at Kingsdown Road, forming their own limited company.  Clerk and Chair are to meet with PC’s Solicitors to seek advice.


· Cllr Hart reported on a further successful clearance day in the valley.  4 machines are now in use.  Reported that people were found sawing down trees and removing logs in the South Foreland Valley – Police were called and offenders were asked to leave the site and leave the logs, given that the Valley is an SSSI and such acts can incur very considerable fines.


· Cllr Purchase reported that trees had been cleared at the Reach Road Pond over last weekend.  The trees were shredded and site and will be used for paths etc at the Primary School.  Some further work is required on the site.

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11.  Village Maintenance / Matters affecting the Parish
· Cllr Ford reported the on the very poor state of the Westcliffe Road, although remedial work continues by Kent Highways on potholing.


· Cllr Liggins had taken further load of spent batteries to the local refuse station at Whitfield.  CCTV – power supply at toilet block in car park has similar problems to the adjacent street lamp.  Philip Smye-Rumsby is working on a new anti power surge box which should be in place very shortly.


· Cllr Paul advised that, with the electronic receipt of planning applications shortly, Clerk had investigated cost of suitable laptop and projector.  With suitable leads etc this is likely to come in at around £600 (this excludes the cost of a screen as Cllr Hart advised the Village Hall has one the PC can use).


· Cllr Paul had received reports of children cycling at top of Droveway Gardens path.  Headteacher had spoken to children re safety.


· It was agreed that Clerk could order litter bin for use at the Burial Ground – cost at approx £100.
